I never ever wanted to be a boy, man or anything
masculine. Yes I was a tomboy growing up and
yes I’m still rough around the edges now, but
never in my life have I ever wanted to be male.
Now I’m speaking for myself because there are
definitely some sistahs that ain’t hearing what I’m
saying. Why would I, a Gay Black Female give a
damn what a Blackman thinks? Well since I have a
father, brothers, nephews and uncles I can’t shut
out men. Nor do I want to. First of all I have no
issues with the Blackman. I love my Black brotha,
but for many I have no respect. So when a brotha
thinks that I want to be like him, a man, he’s sadly
mistaken.

It’s true no doubt that there is a breed of GBF that
is totally down with duplicating the Black male
scenario. They walk, talk, act, and wear men’s
cloths. Some shave, abuse women, and lie like a
dog. Some GBF’s walk around with a strap and
jock themselves like men. Hey and that’s cool if
that’s who they want to be, but that ain’t me and will
never be.
